b) To consider response  to S/ /2017/1777/FUL at 6 The Old Barn Rectory 
Way Wappenham, Northamptonshire, NN12 8SQ and S/2017/1993/FUL +  
S/2017/1994/LB C High Street House, 8 High Street, NN12 8SN  
 
It was resolved to object to application  S /2017/1777/FUL at 6 The Old Barn 
Rectory Way Wappenham, Northamptonshire, NN12 8SQ for the following 
reasons:  
 
While the Council is mindful of the reasons why the applicant might seek to 
extend the property it feels that the current design and placement of the 
extension are inappropriate for a number of reasons.  There are several 
principles in the Wappenham Supplementary Planning Guidance that we 
believe substantiate our opposition to the application: 
 
a)      Design Principle 10 –Format and Materials; Alterations to traditional and 
vernacular buildings should respect the original architectural form and materials 
used –we believe that the linear style of the original barn conversion is 
compromised by this application 
b)      Design Principle 11 -Future development should respect and complement 
the importance and variety of garden types in Wappenham –This application 
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will remove a sizable proportion of the garden and not add or enhance the 
gardenscape of the near area 
 
a)      Design Principle 23 –Old farm buildings, barns, old shops, historical 
railway stock, railway bridges and wells, as those described above, should be 
preserved. If there is a justifiable need to adapt them to new uses, great care 
should be taken to preserve their architectural character and historical 
character and importance –This building was once an old farm building that has 
already been converted into a residential property.  This new application for two 
extensions does not preserve the agricultural character and historical 
importance of this property. 
 
It was resolved to support applications S/2017/1993/FUL and  
S/2017/1994/LBC High Street House, 8 High Street, NN12 8SN 
 
To consider any responses to parishioners’ correspondence  
 
It was noted that Michael Payne is intending to hold a Beer Festival 
organisational meeting in January and resolved that the Parish Council would 
give support to encourage good attendance. 
 
To consider sending a delegate and submitting a motion for debate at the 
NCALC AGM on 7th October 
 
It was resolved to neither send a delegate nor submit a motion.
